Volunteer Duties:
· ROs – Range safety.

· Match OICs – Subject matter experts on the weapons/match concept. Time control & final scoring authority for the match and scores.

· Asst OICs – Score verifications & tabulations, match fee accounting, target control, time accounting.

· Public Relations / Advertisements – Advertise the match.  GME/LGC will coordinate for newspaper &/or TV coverage. LGC website/membership/volunteer notification will be coordinate through the LGC Administration Manager.

· All other positions will be provided by GME.

· Parking will be coordinated by the Boy Scout or Junior Rifle Team??

Volunteer Meeting:

· Saturday, October 9, 2010 at 1000 AM in the LGC Clubhouse.

Match rules:

· Match OICs are the final authorities on weapons/ammunition criteria & qualifications for participation in the matches.

· Match OICs determines the time allowed per person within the allocated time frames (start at 10 minutes).

· Multiple targets posted on each target holder. Match OICs designate which target will be shot within each relay (e.g. upper right or lower left, etc.).

· Matches must have at least 3 participants (cumulative) for awards to be presented. 

· All targets bought/provided by GME.

· Team matches consist or two persons each firing a pistol (own or same one) and a rifle (own or same one).  One total score per team.  

· Need rules for scopes or iron sights???
· Other equipment:
· No shooting gloves.
· No match type coats.
· Slings are OK.
· No rests allowed other than resting elbows on the benches.
· No spotters or spotting scopes for shooter. 
· Shooters score their own targets.  Match OIC & Asst OIC verity.
· Single hand or two handed gripping is allowed for standing pistol matches.  

Turkey Shoot Rules:
· 12 Gauge stock shotguns only.
· 32" to 36” barrel length limits.

· Stock chokes .670/.675/.680.
· 25 yd shooting distance.
· Shot must be #7, 7-1/2, 8 or 9.

· Not scopes allowed.

· Most shot within a 6” diameter circle wins.
